Old Business
ADSC Tech/Safety Library Review – Remains an ongoing project.  Two booklets (Down the Hole Entry and Fall Protection) have been reviewed and updated, and were submitted to ADSC for printing.
A Hazard card/ Hard Hat sticker addressing what to do if you encounter contaminated material on a jobsite is complete will be ready for the annual meeting.

Short of adopting the complete EN791 standard the Safety Committee will use it as a reference guide and “cherry pick” from the document for the update of the Drilling Machine Operators Guide.

Open Issues

OSHA’s new Confined Space Standard for Construction is still awaiting final ruling.  
OSHA’s Hexavalent Chromium standard now requires the employer to notify all employees of the potential of exposure to “Hex Chrome” either from welding/hard surfacing operations or when mixing cement say for grouting purposes.

New Business

The new crane standard became a reality on November 8th.  Training issues and who does the training were bought before the committee.  The training is something that we (ADSC) could do on a national basis, but it may be better if done on at the chapter level.  There are also some liability issues if the ADSC performs the training.  Mike Blanchard (Anderson Drilling) has supplied the committee with some helpful wallet cards from the AGC regarding the new crane standard.  All ADSC members should visit the OSHA web site (www.osha.gov) for additional information regarding the new standard.
The ANSI/ASSE Drilled Shaft Installation standard is a slow and tedious process…..patience is needed to wait out the development on their end.
OSHA has issued a directive with regards to training for the 10hr and 30 hr classes.  There is now a maximum of 7 ½ hours or training allowed during any one day.  This means for example that an OSHA 10 hour class must be conducted over a two day period and the 30 hour class over a four day period.  You need to plan ahead for this new duration.
OSHA has implemented a new penalty schedule and citation policy which is not as favorable as it once was.  Penalty reductions will be more difficult to obtain, and the severity will be more difficult to get lowered or eliminated.  Understand the requirements that we need to adhere to and do your best to comply with them.
OSHA is planning to update the noise exposure standard, to include construction. OSHA’s intent is to change the definition of “feasible” regarding noise standard enforcement. Comments open until March of 2011.  ADSC Safety Committee will submit a letter of comment expressing our concerns.
