To inform you of a label update relating to the new OSHA rule 29 CFR 1926.1407

SERIAL NUMBER(S) AFFECTED: All Link-Belt cranes
The issue is: 
The new OSHA rule 29 CFR 1926.1400 became an official document on November 9, 2010.  Subpart 1926.1407 became effective at that time.  The following is an excerpt from 1926.1407 stating that an electrocution warning must be conspicuously posted three places on the crane. 
1926.1407 Power line safety (up to 350 kV) – assembly and disassembly, 
(g) Posting of electrocution warnings. There must be at least one electrocution hazard warning conspicuously posted in the cab so that it is in view of the operator and (except for overhead gantry and tower cranes) at least two on the outside of the equipment. 
What you must do..   
1) Inspect your Link-Belt crane(s) to determine that two Link-Belt “Power Line Danger" labels, part number 1P 2722, are affixed to the outside of your Link-Belt crane(s). 

(The Link-Belt part number appears in the lower right-hand corner of each label.)
2) Label 1P 2721, located inside the upper operator’s cab must be replaced with a new label, Link-Belt part number S2P0043.  Refer to Operator’s Manual.

3) Contact your nearest Link-Belt Distributor to order the applicable number of electrocution warning labels (1P 2722) needed and replacement label S2P0043 for each Link-Belt crane you own.

Once the warning labels are received from your Link-Belt Distributor the labels must be installed on your crane(s).  Apply one (1) S2P0043 label inside the upper operator’s cab in view of the operator.  Label S2P0043 may be located and applied directly over the existing label (1P 2721).  
Label(s) (1P 2272) should be placed on the crane at a location that can be viewed by ground personnel.  Instances where electrocution warning labels (1P 2272) already exist on the interior or exterior of your crane, the new warning label(s) may be applied directly over the existing label(s).
